e Technology — 4 units in computer applications with a 3.0 GPA (includes

e Distinguished Achievement — 4 units in Advanced Placement courses with a
grade of 3 or above on the AP exams for each.
e Athletic Achievement - 8 varsity letters during their high school career.
e Service Ministry — 24 hours of acceptable service each year of high school.
